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Taro lives with Ms. Sasaki. He helps her. He knows the *sound of the *doorbell. When
*sometimes comes to her house, he runs and *touches her. Taro knows *other sounds too. For
example, he knows Ms. Sasaki’s name, so he can help her at a hospital.  Yes, Taro is a *hearing dog.
: Hearing dogs helps people with hearing *problems. In Japan, there are about 360,000 people with

hearing problems, but we have only 31 hearing dogs. We *need more hearing dogs.
